Give them the 3 copies to be served 
There is no charge for service                                      

Sheriff’s Office staff will give further 
direction regarding service and 

notification of service 

After service of a restraining order the respondent                                
may request a hearing 

You will be mailed a notice of the date of hearing 
or you may call 541- 682-4020 on Fridays 

to see if your name is on the contested protective order docket 
Stalking orders require a second hearing, and you will receive 

the date of the second hearing at your first appearance                         
You must appear for contested hearings                                     

or your order may be dismissed 
Contested protective order hearings are held every 

Monday at 9:00 AM at the Lane County Courthouse 

If the order is violated,                
call 911 or the police agency 

non-emergency number                               
Also, call the DA’s Office                         

at 541-682-4261                                        
and report the restraining
